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The body or relics of a saint can attract divine protection on the community and the place
where they are kept. If in some cases, the monasteries were structures of assistance to
sanctuaries of certain notoriety, starting from the 6*"-7'" centuries, they increasingly
played the role of protagonists, autonomously managing the devotional activities that
derived from the acquisition or translation of relics.

The need to preserve the isolation of the clausura and to manage, at the same time,
an increasing flow of pilgrims led these monasteries to build new spaces for prayer,
communion and assistance.

The Conference will address the following themes:

- Organization of the monastic space in relation to the presence of relics and pilgrims;
- Organization of the funerary space and interaction between monks and laypeople;

- Elements of balance or clash between clausura and hospitality;

- Comparison between male and female monasteries as devotional centers.

Le spoglie o le reliquie di un santo hanno la capacita di attrarre la protezione celeste sulla comunitd e sul luogo in
cui esse sono custodite. Se in alcuni casi i monasteri agiscono come organismi

di assistenza a santuari di una certa notorietd, a partire dal VI-VIl secolo essi rivestono sempre piti

il ruolo di protagonisti gestendo autonomamente le attivitd devozionali che derivano, quasi sempre, dallacquisi-
zione o dalla traslazione di reliquie.

La necessita di preservare l'isolamento proprio delle aree di clausura e di gestire, allo stesso tempo,

un flusso sempre crescente di pellegrini porta questi cenobi a predisporre nuovi spazi destinati alla preghiera,
alla comunione e all'assistenzoa.

Il convegno intende affrontare i seguenti temi:

- Organizzazione dello spazio monastico in relazione alla presenza di reliquie e di pellegrini;

- Organizzazione dello spazio funerario e interazione fra 'elemento monastico e quello laico;

- Elementi di equilibrio o di scontro fra clausura e accoglienza;

- Monasteri maschili e monasteri femminili come centri devozionali: elementi di confronto.
